Would you like to earn more than a comparable supply chain professional?  
According to ISMôs May 2014 issue of Inside Supply Management, ñholding one 
or more certification translated into a 10 percent premium above the average sal-
ary for supply management professionals without a certificationò. Do we have 
your attention now?  
 
We are pleased to announce the start of the 2015 Certification Readiness Clas-
ses (CRC). We will be offering two types of preparation. First, if you hold no certi-
fications and have at least 3 years of experience, the Certified Professional in 
Supply Management (CPSM) is the certification track for you to follow. For the 
CPSM, there are three modules to complete. We will be meeting several times 
throughout the year focusing on each module independently so that you maximize 
your learning. We have designed the review in this manner so that you can focus 
on one module and one test at a time.

If you are a C.P.M. but didnôt register before 2015, in order to hold a current certi-
fication with ISM, you will need to successfully complete all three CPSM exams.  
 
The classes will be held on Saturdays at the Embassy Suites Hotel, located at 
5800 Rockside Woods Boulevard, Independence, Ohio. We understand that Sat-
urdays are valuable to you, but this allows for the most efficient and focused 
method to help you prepare for these exams. Class size is limited to 10 people 
and will run from 9:00 am to 3:00 pm with lunch provided.
